No luck with this weekend’s lone bet on a Hawks team that was pretty much done by quarter time, and very much done by the last change. That single errant bet moves us to 9½ and 18½ for the season, and drops the share price back below 90c, to 88.49c.

Friday night
* Collingwood overcome a narrow Bulldogs half-time lead, kicking 5.7 in the last to win by 34.

Saturday

* The Cats lead at every change, but then kick 0.9 to the Tigers’ 5.2 in the final quarter to lose by 20. The Model tips the right margin but the wrong team.
* Adelaide are never headed in their clash with the Blues, kicking 7.5 in the 1st quarter to 1.1. A Blues rally in the 2nd quarter gives false hope, as the Blues manage only 2.3 in the entire second half, eventually losing by 64.

* Port lead Essendon from start to finish, winning every quarter, including the 1st in which they kick an impressive 7.1. The final margin is 10 straight goals.

* Sydney kick 5.2 to Hawthorn’s 0.3 in the 1st, and 7.0 to 3.5 in the 3rd, before running out comfortable 65 point winners.

Sunday
* Brisbane Lions lead virtually from start to finish, kicking 7 goals in the 1st and another 7 in the 4th to win by 68.

* St Kilda also lead from start to finish, but never completely shake off a determined Roos, eventually winning by 17.

* Melbourne lead early and kick straighter to lead 3.4 to an atrocious 2.8 at the end of the 1st. West Coast lead for most of the remainder of the match, but their poor kicking means they’re never safe until late in the 4th quarter, during which Melbourne fail to score, leaving West Coast 22 point victors, just 3 points more than predicted by the Model.
This weekend saw a return toward more normal victory margins, with an average of 43.75 points, dragging the season average down to 35.5 points. With the reduction came an improvement in the Model’s margin tipping: its average error this week was only 31.5 points, moving its season average down to 33.8 points.

Finally, the combined probability of the weekend’s eight winners using the Sportsbet odds that I have from nearest game time, suggests that this was the least surprising round all season:
