Dear MAFL Fund Contributors and Interested Bystanders,
As regular readers will know, this newsletter is about 24 hours late. I’m sorry; I couldn’t bring myself to put finger to keyboard any earlier. 

Lest I waste a perfectly good sub-editorial pun, let me record it here now: “Blues lose; Roos rue Roos’ ruse”. The ruse? Well, apparently Paul Roos, the Swans coach put the proverbial rocket up the Swans at 3QT. It worked.

Allow me to vent for a moment. How can a team that completely outplays its opponent into the wind for 75% of the 3rd quarter subsequently turn with what commentators were labelling a “3-goal breeze” only then to play as if  winning were some abstract concept unworthy of serious contemplation?
So, two losing bets from two, moving us to 9½ and 20½ for the season, and dropping the share price to $0.78704.

Anyway, here’s the updated table of team-by-team wagering performance:
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For you tipsters, it was an altogether different story, with the Model’s 7 from 8 moving it to 65% for the season. Indeed, had we stuck with favourites only, we could have tipped the card.
So, we find the Model at 7 and 0 with Pies tips, 8 and 1 with Eagles tips and 7 and 2 with Crows tips, as the following table shows:
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So, we’re back to having only 3 teams with winning streaks of 3 games or more (Collingwood, Sydney and West Coast), and 5 teams with losing streaks of similar magnitude (Carlton, Essendon, Geelong, Hawthorn and the %^&*%*&%*& Kangaroos). The Dons streak of nine straight losses is beginning to look a lot like a trend.
Here’s the weekend summary:
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It was quite an extraordinary weekend for final scores. Adelaide’s massacre of the Dons aside, all winners scored between 100 and 118 points and all losers between 83 and 98. That’s just way too neat.

Also, it was a good weekend for the Model in terms of margin tipping: its average error this week was only 23.1 points, moving its season average down to 32.7 points. Had Adelaide done as I’d requested and declared at half-time, the result for this week could have been much better indeed. In fact, as it transpired, the Crows could just about have put the cue in the rack shortly after quarter time, yet still gone on to win.
Finally, looking at the combined probability of the weekend’s eight winners, using the Sportsbet odds that I have from nearest game time, we find that this was the least surprising round all season, supplanting even the relative predictability of R9:
