Dear MAFL Fund Contributors & Interested Bystanders,
One bet only for the weekend and it’s on the Friday night game at Docklands, where last-placed Essendon (0 and 9 in their last 9 starts), take on 13th placed Geelong, (1 and 7 in their last 8 starts). So, either way, someone’s crappy season is going to get a little less crappy.
For our sake, let’s hope it’s the Dons who marginally decrappify their season, as we’ve about 6½% of notional initial funds on the game (or about 8.3% of actual remaining funds) at $3.85 the win.
Victory will see the share price soar to around $0.97; defeat will drop us to around $0.72.

You can see from the margins why the Model fancies a bet on Essendon. Generally, odds of around $3.85 will see handicap betting at around +24.5. So, with an estimated 18 point victory to the Cats, the Dons look like value.
This weekend sees the Model’s 8 tips matching the weekend’s 8 favourites for the second time in three weeks. According to the Model, the weekend’s upsets are most likely to be the Roos toppling the Tigers, the Saints pipping Sydney, or Melbourne triumphing over the Pies. All of these wins are tipped with margins of 2 goals or less. 

Conversely, the Model just can’t see the Lions upsetting the Crows, nor Carlton astonishing West Coast, with both of these games predicted as producing 5-goal plus margins for the favourites. (Just by the way, when last I looked, the Blues were at $9.25 and the Eagles at $1.04; I can’t recall Sportsbet predicting a more mismatched contest).
Speaking of margins, last weekend the Model once again improved its already impressive record with tips where the margin is 18 points or more. Here’s the current situation:
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This weekend there are three genuine candidates for game of the round: Sydney/St Kilda, Bulldogs/Freo and Melbourne/Collingwood (though Port/Hawks and Dons/Cats also sees fairly equally ladder-matched teams). My pick is the Swans/Saints game which I think will come down to the final 10 or 15 minutes.
