Whilst wins for the Hawks and the Saints would bring a profit for the weekend regardless of Essendon’s fate, making serious inroads into putting a ‘1’ in front of the share price again is all about Sunday afternoon at the Dome. The good news is I seem to have picked the peak of the market, securing us odds of $5.65 for Essendon; currently they’re showing at $5.40 on Sportsbet. Maybe our 6.48% bet spooked the market. 
Onto tipping and we see that the Model has come down on the favourite’s side in every game yet again, though it does see genuine potential for upsets in the Friday night and all the Saturday games, each of which it predicts will be settled by 9 points or fewer.

Speaking of narrow victories, you might recall that, earlier in the season, I commented on the high proportion of these that we’d seen this year. As the table on the left shows, we’re still ahead of the long-term average, with 25% of all games this year decided by less than 2 goals, compared to a 1999-2005 average of only 21.4%. Notwithstanding, because many of the large victories this year have been very large, the average victory margin is fractionally up this year on the long term average (34.9 points v 34.6 points).
Game of the round is probably the Saints/Crows matchup, though I’ll not be surprised if the Port/West Coast game is tight and of quality (and, in truth, I do harbour some, possibly delusional, hopes for the Dons/Demons encounter).
It’s been a little while since I took a look at how the MAFL benchmark portfolios have been performing. Remarkably, they’ve continued to drop (we’ll haul them in yet):

· MAFL Portfolio #1 is down 14.2% since the benchmark date

· MAFL Portfolio #2 is down 5.4% since the benchmark date

· The Combined Portfolio is now down 10.3% since the benchmark date
