So, the mighty Tigers produce our second bonanza of the season, on the back of the season’s biggest bet, returning a profit of 19.2% of notional original funds and moving the share price up to a much healthier $0.8361.
For the season, we’re now at 11½  and 24½ (32%), about 3 correct bets behind where I’d hoped we’d be.   

On the tipping front, a fairly average weekend, with a 5 from 8 performance leaving us steady at 62.5%.

With the Eagles losing and the Crows winning, Adelaide have now established themselves as clear leaders on 10 in our most-often-tipped-and-won category.
This round saw us at last tip the only team we’d not tipped all season: the Roos. In appreciation, the Roos snuck home against the Dons, making them the only team with whom we have a perfect tipping record. In contrast, Port continued to disappoint, losing for the fourth time this year when we’ve tipped them. 
In terms of winning streaks, Adelaide (5), Melbourne (4) and Western Bulldogs extended theirs, while Port’s 4-game winning streak came to an end. Carlton (6) and Fremantle (3) extended their respective losing sequences, but the Dons (12) continue to look unassailable. The Essendon/Carlton matchup in Round 16 is looming as a pivotal battle in this most uncoveted of awards.

Briefly, on the margin front, the Model’s performance on tips with a predicted victory margin of 18 points or more continues to astonish. This weekend it was 2 and 0 moving it to 29 and 7 (81%) for the season.
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More generally on margins, the 5 games which produced victory margins of more than 30 points have continued to drive up the average margin for the season, which now stands at 35.5 points per game, almost a full point above the long-term average.

Last week I mentioned that, based on Sydney’s performance against teams in the Top 8, it was in trouble. Then, during the course of the week, I had a closer look at the draw ahead for all the teams, and came up with the folloing table.

So, how do you read this table. Well, look at the Adelaide row. The grey cells tell you that Adelaide don’t play Sydney, the Saints, the Tigers or the Lions at home all season. The purple cells tell you that they don’t play Geelong, the Hawks, Carlton or Essendon away.
Generally, as a supporter of a team, you’d like to avoid playing the higher ranked teams (ie the teams in the leftmost columns) twice.

So, what does this table tell us:

· Consider the Hawks. Astonishingly they will avoid playing for a second time the teams currently ranked 1st, 2nd, 4th, 5th, 6th, 7th, 8th and 9th. You couldn’t have rigged the draw any better if you were a Hawks supporter.
· Now look at Sydney. They miss the teams ranked 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 5th, 7th, 13th and 14th. Which, bearing in mind that they are themselves 6th, is also a pretty good draw. 

· In contrast, look at Adelaide. They miss the teams ranked 6th, 7th, 8th, 11th, 12th, 13th, 15th and 16th. That, simply, is horrible.
· The Roos don’t fare much better, missing the teams ranked 5th, 6th, 7th, 8th, 10th, 12th, 15th and 16th. Worse news for them is that they’re already 14th.

All of which goes to show that, if fairness matters, home and away sporting leagues need to ensure that everyone plays everyone twice – once at home and once away.
