The Blues: out of their depth. The Hawks: out of luck. The Swans: outclassed. The Saints and The Roos: outstanding. 
After all that, 2 winning wagers and 3 losers, moving us to 13½ and 27½ for the season, and kicking up the share price by about 2¼c to 85.9c (and it could have been over $1 if the Hawks had hung on and upset the Eagles, as they looked destined to do for much of the game). 
A slightly different table this week to summarise the wagering success we’ve had with each team. As usual, the ‘Win’ and ‘Loss’ columns show the number of winning and losing bets we’ve had, but a new colum - the “Contribution to Price Change” column - shows the net impact of each team on our current share price. So, for example, our 6 losing bets on Carlton have, in total, knocked 29.4c off the share price.

On the tipping front, also a good weekend, with a 6 from 8 performance lifting the season tally to 71 and 41 (63.4%). 
Here’s the weekend’s detail:
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Please note that, even though I’ve shown the Saints as favourites here (since they were at the time I placed our bets), they in fact started as marginal underdogs at $1.88 to Collingwood’s $1.85.
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Adelaide and West Coast continue to reward faithful tippers. Their wins this weekend were the 11th and 10th  respectively when tipped by the Model, putting them 3 clear wins ahead of the field.
In contrast, Port Adelaide lost again, despite their favouritism and the Model’s loyalty, moving them to 2 and 5 when tipped, a record better only than that of the cellar-dwelling Carlton (0 and 1) and Essendon (0 and 3). 
Adelaide (6) and Melbourne (5) extended their winning streaks this weekend, while the Western Bulldogs’ 4-game streak came to an end at the hands of the Roos. Conversely, Carlton (7) and Essendon (13) both extended their impressive losing streaks, though I don’t expect that this will in any way deter the Model from flinging money at them in the weeks to come.
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On the margin front, the Model went 4 and 0 this weekend on tips with a predicted victory margin of 18 points or more, moving it to 33 and 7 (83%) for the season, and making it now 19 correct tips in a row of this type.
Last week I introduced the following chart, which shows the opponents that each team faces only once in the season. So, for example, the grey cells in the top row tell you that Adelaide don’t play Sydney, the Saints, the Tigers or the Lions at home all season. The purple cells tell you that they don’t play Geelong, the Hawks, Carlton or Essendon away.
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Again, to recap, as a supporter of a team, you’d like to avoid playing the higher ranked teams (ie the teams in the leftmost columns) twice. So, another way of looking at which teams fair best in terms of the draw is to look at the average ranking of the teams that they avoid playing twice. The lower the average ranking of the avoided teams, the better the draw. 
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Using the ladder positions after Round 14, we find that:
· As we noted last week, Hawthorn fairs best: the average ladder position of the teams that Hawthorn avoids playing twice is an astonishing 5.4.

· Next best are Sydney (average rank 6.9), Essendon (7.0) and Collingwood (7.5)
· Adelaide fairs worst. The average ladder position of the teams it avoids is 11.0, though West Coast (10.0), Port Adelaide (10.0) and the Kangaroos (9.8) don’t fare much better.
Should the competition remain relatively tight, Port Adelaide and the Kangaroos might well have a case that it was only the lopsided nature of the draw that kept them out of the final 8.
Please, can we have a draw where everyone plays everyone twice? It’s the only way to ensure a fair outcome.
