Two bets, two losses and our third bet in three weeks that’s been lost by less than 2 goals. If we’re to make a profit this season (and I’ve not given up on that goal), it’ll not be due to the exceptional good luck we’ve enjoyed in the first 16 rounds of the season.
For what it’s worth, in matches on which we’ve wagered and which have been decided by fewer than 12 points, we are 5 and 8 for the season. More importantly, if we reversed the result of these 13 games – giving up the profit on the 5 games on which we wagered successfully, and swapping it for the profit that would have been enjoyed on the other 8 games – we’d have a share price 37.4c higher. In other words, we’d be 3.5c ahead, instead of 33.9c behind.

But, as my Dad says, “Your Aunty could have been your Uncle”.
Clearly, just as successful AFL clubs win the close games, successful punting requires the close games to go your way too.
Model Tipping

As predicted, this proved to be a difficult week for tipping, with the Model managing only 4½ out of 8 - bagging only ½ in the Blues/Dons draw and missing out entirely in the Cats 1 point thriller over the Bulldogs - and moving to 81½ and 46½ (63.7%) for the season.

Model Tipping Performance and Season Win-Loss Record by Team

This weekend the Model tipped Melbourne for only the 6th time this season, coming up empty-handed against Freo at Subiaco. It also continued its remarkable run when tipping the Lions with whom it has now tipped 6 of their 7 wins, but still only 3 of their 9 losses.
Adelaide’s winning streak continued this weekend and now stands at 8, whilst Melbourne’s ended at 6. St Kilda now seems to be building some momentum, with 4 wins on the trot, albeit the two most recent being by less than a goal. Freo and Geelong, each with 3 successive wins, also seem to be peaking at the right end of the season. 
Amazingly, Carlton and Essendon both ended their losing sequences on the weekend and in the same game, leaving Hawthorn and Port Adelaide, with 4 straight losses each, as the teams with the longest losing sequences.
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Model Tipping Performance by Predicted Victory Margin
The Model only had one tip this weekend (Adelaide) for which it predicted a margin of 18 points or more. The correct tip moved it to 37 and 8 for the season for such tips.
Model and Team Line Betting Performance
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This weekend the Model tipped just 4 from 8 on line betting, moving it to 66 and 62 (51.6%) for the season. Six of the eight teams receiving start were victors on line betting this weekend, with only Adelaide and Sydney ‘covering the spread’, something that Adelaide has done a remarkable 11 times from 15 opportunities this season.
Collingwood won on line betting for the 11th time this year, moving them alongside Richmond as one of the teams kindest to line bettors.
In contrast, St Kilda, the Lions and the Eagles continue to be poor bets for line betting punters, each having been winners in only 6 rounds this season.

Appendix 1 – Additional Tables

2006 Season and Historical Victory Margins
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More close games this weekend drove the season average victory margin down to 33.4 points per game, now over 1 point below the long-term average.
Also, over one-quarter of the games this year have been won by fewer than 12 points, more than 5% points above the long-term average. 
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Team Performance in Games with a Margin of 11 points or Fewer
St Kilda, Geelong and the Lions all added to the ‘W1-11’ column this weekend, while Port Adelaide, Western Bulldogs and Hawthorn all added to the ‘L1-11’ column. In the Bulldogs’ case, this was the first loss of this type for the season.
Amongst the teams in the top 8, the aggregate record in close games is now 23 and 12, amongst the bottom 8 teams it is 10 and 21 (plus two draws). 

Quite a telling statistic.
Winning and Losing Margins by Team
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Adelaide recorded their 10th win of the season by more than 6 goals, making them virtually uncatchable in the Thumper of the Year award.
In this game the Roos picked up their 4th season thumping, moving them level with Brisbane and Carlton but still leaving them behind Port Adelaide on 7, Hawthorn on 6 and Essendon on 5 for Thumpee of the Year honours.
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
