MAFL Fund Wagers

Once again, two bets this weekend. In the first, we’re backing up on the Eagles who are this week taking on the Crows at Subiaco; in the second we’re throwing more cash at the serial disappointers, the Blues, at Docklands up against Freo. Our 2 bets on the Eagles this season have led to a net decline in the share price of 2.2c, and our 7 bets on the Blues have carved 33.3c out of the share price.
In the corresponding match-ups earlier in the season, which both took place in Round 2, the Eagles pipped the Crows 90-88 at Footy Park and Freo beat Carlton 101-86 at Subiaco.
The weekend’s share price maths is as follows:
· Two wins – share price rises by 15.2c
· Eagles win, Blues lose – share price rises by 2.3c
· Blues win, Eagles lose – share price rises by 3.4c
· Two losses – share price falls by 9.5c

The Model’s Tips
Another challenging weekend for tipping - with Sportsbet again only fancying itself to tip around 5 from 8 - sees the Model predicting 6 of the round’s games to be decided by 13 points or fewer, with only Collingwood and Adelaide expected to win comfortably.
Despite the expected closeness of the outcomes, the Model has still plumped for 7 favourites, with the Bulldogs the only tipped underdog (nothing, it seems, will make the Model tip Melbourne against teams near the top of the ladder – on the six occasions that the Model has tipped Melbourne this season, only 1 has been against a team in the top 10 and that was last week’s unsuccessful tip against Freo). Most vulnerable amongst the favourites according to the Model are the Swans, who are tipped to squeak home by the narrowest possible margin, followed by Geelong, then St Kilda and the Lions.

Line Betting
Here are the weekend’s Sportsbet lines and the Model’s Line Betting Tips:
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Every game this weekend except for the Essendon/Lions clash will have some bearing on the composition or order of the top eight. 
That said, the Game of the Round seems most likely to be either the top-of-the-ladder Eagles/Crows clash on Saturday or the Melbourne/Bulldgos matchup on Sunday. With a win, Melbourne could find themselves joint 2nd with the Eagles; a loss could see them joined in 3rd by Colllingwood, St Kilda and the Bulldogs and then vulnerable to lose a top 4 spot in the weeks ahead.
