What more can I say about the Blues? They’re last (or 16th if you’re a Carlton fan), and they’ve won two games all season and drawn once with Essendon. One of those two wins - way back in Round 1 – was against this weekend’s opponent, Melbourne, way back in the days when Carlton could hope to start a game with a team in the top eight at odds of under 3/1 . We’ve had 8 unsuccessful bets on the Blues this season, wiping almost 38c off the share price in doing so. Given all of this, the Model still sees considerable value in Carlton at $4.50, and has deemed it appropriate that we place the season’s single largest bet on them this weekend.
The other bet seems vastly more defensible: a moderately sized bet on the Tigers at the G against the Bulldogs. Just as the Blues have been cruel to us this season, the Tigers have been kind: we’ve had 4 bets on them for 2 wins and 2 losses and a net gain of just under 39c. In their corresponding match with the Bulldogs, also in Round 1, the Tigers went down by a percentage-destroying 167-52.
So, what can happen to the share price this weekend:
· Two wins – share price rises by 36.0c (and we’re in front for the year)
· Blues win, Tigers lose – share price rises by 25.2c
· Blues lose, Tigers win – share price drops by 1.2c
· Two losses – share price falls by 12.0c

The Model’s Tips
The Model’s opted for eight favourites this weekend for the first time since Round 14, and sees five of them winning by 26 points or more. Only the Saints and the Roos are considered to be in any serious risk, both being tipped as winners by less than one straight goal. The Lions, as far as the Model is concerned, sit somewhere between comfortable winners and perilous favourites, and are tipped to win by 14 points.
It’s only the seventh time the Model’s tipped Melbourne this season (yet more persistence-based evidence of the Model’s sentience) and the second time it’s plumped for the Roos.
