Monday, 12 noon: Sportsbet posts its first market for the weekend’s games (see right) and the Model yawns, rubs its eyes, scratches … and fancies it might have a nibble at Richmond, and a moderate bet on the Lions. The other six contests hold no interest - for now, anyhow.
Over the course of the next 24 hours, progressively worse news emerges about injuries within the Crows’ roster, culminating in the revelation that Riccuito, the Crows’ captain, is in doubt due to a ‘mystery illness’ (is there any other sort?). Melbourne is backed into outright favouritism. Meantime, the Model sees nothing but value in the Crows at anything above the original price. 

Eventually, the Model finds $2.20 being offered about Richmond, which it no longer deems as value, and so makes no bet; $5.00 offered for the Lions, which pushes its suggested wager up to an even 5% of the Fund; and $2.03 on offer for the Crows, which sends the Model float off in rapture and recommend that we make the season’s biggest bet on the 2nd last day of the regular season: 8.47% of the Fund on the ailing, flailing and recently trailing Crows.
If you stop for a second and think about it, it’s quite extraordinary: the team that’s 2nd on the ladder has lost 4 of its last 5 outings and now finds itself the underdog, at home, up against the team running 4th, who themselves have had only 2 wins and a draw in their last 6 outings.

MAFL Fund Wagers

As noted above, we have just the two wagers this weekend, though between them they account for almost 13½% of initial notional funds, making this the 6th largest weekend for the Fund all season, as measured by total amount wagered.
Remarkably, the Adelaide bet is only our second on them for the season, the first coming way back in Round 1 and being a successful, albeit tiny, bet at $1.60 that contributed 1.1c to the current share price. The Lions bet is our fourth, however, and we’re 1 and 2 for the season with them for a net loss of 6.7c.
Profitably this weekend requires only that either bet is successful. 

The Model’s Tips
There are three underdogs amongst the Model’s tips this weekend – only the second time all year that the Model has been so bold. The Model’s not confident about any of them predicting victory margins of only 2 or 3 points for them all. Nonetheless, tipping Richmond to beat the West Coast must surely be seen as a gutsy call.
In contrast, the Model’s very comfortable with predicting victory for all other favourites, the only exception being the Western Bulldogs who it sees scraping home by just 8 points against lowly Essendon.
If the Model’s tips are correct the ladder will finish Adelaide, West Coast, Fremantle, Sydney, Collingwood/St Kilda (depending on the final percentages), Melbourne and Western Bulldogs.
Line Betting
On line betting, the Model likes all the teams receiving start this weekend except for the Lions. With a season record of just 81 and 87, however, you’d probably be better off making your own decisions (coin, anyone?).
