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MAFL Fund

This weekend, through abstinence, we probably outperformed 75% of the adult gambling population. Made for a lousy weekend though, didn’t it? This ‘disciplined gambling’ stuff is for the birds.
Anyway, the share price remains at $1.2760 ($1.1474 ex SSD) and we’ve still three games to drive it a bit higher.
Model Tipping

A perfect two from two this weekend, making the Model 3 from 6 (50%) in the Finals series and 113 from 182 (62%) for the season. 

Here’s the weekend’s detail:
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This weekend Fremantle and West Coast led at every change, a feat which has been achieved in about 55% (33 from 60) of all Finals since 2000. In doing so they also led at three-quarter time and went on to win, which is something that’s happened in 49 of the 60 (82%) Finals since 2000. (Of the 11 teams that have lost a Final in the 2000-2006 period when leading at three-quarter time, 6 have led by less than two goals at three-quarter time, 3 more by less than three goals, and only 2 have led by 3 goals or more.)
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Neither Freo nor the Eagles were subject to The Curse this weekend, their tipped victory margins being 26 points and 4 points respectively. Fremantle’s win moves the Model’s record to 55 and 12 (82%) for tips where the predicted victory margin is 3 goals or more. That’s now 12 correct tips in a row of this type, and 41 correct in the last 46. 
Line Betting Results
Just one from two on line betting this weekend, with both teams covering their respective 20½ point spreads. The Model expected Freo to do this, but not the Eagles. This performance moves the Model to 4 and 2 (67%) for line betting in the Finals series, and 88 and 94 (48%) for the season.
This weekend’s results are in sharp contrast with last weekend’s, which saw line betting victory for all 4 teams receiving start. So, for the Finals season, we’ve now had 2 teams covering the spread and 4 teams failing to cover.

(By the way, I don’t think I’ve previously mentioned that the regular season finished with 84 teams covering the spread and 92 teams failing to cover, which is remarkably close to the perfect 88-88 result for which the Sportsbet bookmaker would have been aiming).

MAFL Portfolio
It’s been awhile since we took a look at the MAFL Portfolios which, you might recall, have pretty consistently outperformed the Model for most of the season. Well things have not gone well for the 1st portfolio and this has dragged down the overall, two-portfolio result. The details are as follows:
· MAFL Portfolio #1 is down 11.2% since the benchmark date

· MAFL Portfolio #2 is up 14.8% since the benchmark date

· The Combined Portfolio is now up 0.5% since the benchmark date

So it looks as though the Fund might beat the benchmark after all.
